This is a large resident area for state guests
on the righit hand side on the way to Phra Thinang
Phetphum Phairot. Reception room is in the
middle and on niether side of it are bedrooms.
From the balcony made on the front projection,
the king viewed the theatreical performances
organnized on the open field to the east.

The stage fo the theatre is half-moon
shaped, 8 meters long. A solid wall is built in the
middle as the divider between the stage and the
dressing room for the dancers. In front of the
stage is a wide flat space for the spectators to
seat. Pra thinang Santhakhan Sathan stands

hevonind the theatre.
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HE EASTERN PEAK

[n former days there was a pavilion on the east-
ern peak, which belonged to Wat Samana. King Rama
IV ordered his architects to construct a royal temple in
the palace compound on Phra Nakhon Khiri, in the
same fashion as building the Temple of the Emerald
Buddha in the Grand Palace. When the temple was

completed, he named it Wat Phra Kaew.

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HE WESTERN PEAK

On the western peak of the mountain, the pal-
ace and its associated structures are Found. All the struc-
tures on this peak also assume elegant names con-
ferred on them by King Rama IV. Their names remind
their particular functions, the best examples of which
are those of gates and fortress structures,

Phetphum Phairot Hall

The main hall of the grand palace was used as
audience hall and later was converted as a temporarily
residential has for the state guests from Germany in the
reign of King Rama V.

Pramot Mahaisawan Hall

It was the bed room of his Majesty King Rama

[V which was constructed in the style of a two sto-

reyed Chinese Building.
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
